Eligibility:  This match is open to all qualified
shooters 12 years or older. Military personal may
enter if they comply with applicable regulations.

Entries: Entries can be made in person on match
weekend. Participants will sign a CMP eligibility
affidavit and liability agreement along with a SSA
hold harmless agreement.

In the event there are less than 6 non-distinguished
